After realizing this could be
lifesaving for officers who are responding to
an emergency at a school campus they may
not be familiar with, Officer O’'Neal embarked
on his mission of numbering every door and
hallway in Grapevine ISD, then creating digital
maps of the floor plans to share across de-
partments.

It took years to gather the information for all
the schools in the district. The maps include
detailed information about all doors, their ac-
cessibility to police, the most efficient points of
entry and directions to specific classrooms,
and even indicate which doors require keys to
open. As a result of Officer O’'Neal's work,
Grapevine Police now have detailed maps of
each campus in Grapevine ISD which the po-
lice department can access via a digital sys-
tem on their phone.

Earlier this year, Officer O'Neal was hon-
ored with the 2023 State of Texas Law En-
forcement Achievement Award for Public Serv-
ices at the State Capitol. I'd like to thank Offi-
cer O’Neal for his tireless efforts and profound
dedication to keeping North Texas students
and staff safe.

Ms. NORTON. Mr. Speaker, today, | intro-
duce the Protecting Independent Contractors
from Discrimination Act, which would extend to
independent contractors the same federal anti-
discrimination protections provided to employ-
ees. This bill would extend the following anti-
discrimination statutes, which apply to employ-
ees, to independent contractors: Title VII of

the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Age Discrimi-
nation in Employment Act of 1967, Title | of
the Americans with Disabilities Act, Section
505 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and Title
Il of the Genetic Information Nondiscrimination
Act of 2008.

According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics,
approximately 7 percent of workers are con-
sidered independent contractors. Independent
contractors, who often do the same work as
employees, have almost none of the work-
place protections provided to employees, in-
cluding health insurance, collective bargaining,
retirement security and even antidiscrimina-
tion. This bill focuses only on discrimination,
from which every worker is entitled to be free.
