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Subcommittee and to testify concerning the 
matters contained in the person’s sworn 
statement, as well as any other matters re-
lated to the subject of the investigation be-
fore the Subcommittee. 

16. All testimony taken in executive ses-
sion shall be kept secret and will not be re-
leased for public information without the ap-
proval of a majority of the Members of the 
Subcommittee. 

17. No Subcommittee report shall be re-
leased to the public unless approved by a ma-
jority of the Subcommittee and after no less 
than 10 days’ notice and opportunity for 
comment by the Members of the Sub-
committee unless the need for such notice 
and opportunity to comment has been 
waived in writing by a majority of the Mi-
nority Members of the Subcommittee. 

18. The Ranking Minority Member may se-
lect for appointment to the Subcommittee 
staff a Chief Counsel for the Minority and 
such other professional staff and clerical as-
sistants as the Ranking Minority Member 
deems advisable. The total compensation al-
located to such Minority staff shall be not 
less than one-third the total amount allo-
cated for all Subcommittee staff salaries 
during any given year. The Minority staff 
shall work under the direction and super-
vision of the Ranking Minority Member. The 
Minority Staff Director and the Minority 
Chief Counsel shall be kept fully informed as 
to preliminary inquiries, investigations, and 
hearings, and shall have access to all mate-
rial in the files of the Subcommittee. 

19. When it is determined by the Chair and 
Ranking Minority Member, or by a majority 
of the Subcommittee, that there is reason-
able cause to believe that a violation of law 
may have occurred, the Chair and Ranking 
Minority Member by letter, or the Sub-
committee by resolution, are authorized to 
report such violation to the proper State, 
local and/or Federal authorities. Such letter 
or report may recite the basis for the deter-
mination of reasonable cause. This rule is 
not authority for release of documents or 
testimony.

REMEMBERING BEVERLY BYRON 
Mr. VAN HOLLEN. Mr. President, I 

rise today to honor the life and service 
of the late Congresswoman Beverly 
Byron. For over a decade, Congress-
woman Byron served western Mary-
land. She fought to advance the inter-
ests of her constituents and was a 
strong advocate for our national secu-
rity. Congresswoman Byron has left a 
lasting legacy for the people of Mary-
land and our Nation. 

When Congresswoman Byron was 
elected in 1978, she was one of only 16 
women elected to the House of Rep-
resentatives that year. She became a 
trailblazer, especially for women in the 
national security arena. A strong sup-
porter of a robust national defense, she 
became the first woman to chair a sub-
committee of the Armed Services Com-
mittee. 

Congresswoman Byron also advanced 
opportunities for women serving in our 
armed forces. She sponsored legislation 
to reorganize the military child care 
system, open combat roles, and fight 
against gender-based restrictions. 
Through the 1991 Byron amendment to 
the Defense Authorization Act, women 
gained the right to fly combat missions 
in the Marines, Navy, Air Force, and 
the Army. 

After serving in Congress, Congress-
woman Byron continued to work to 
protect our Nation. She served on the 
Defense Base Realignment and Closure 
Commission and continued to offer her 
guidance on women in the armed 
forces. 

Throughout her distinguished career, 
Congresswoman Byron has been a role 
model for many. When I sought public 
office and served in the House and Sen-
ate, I always valued her unvarnished 
advice. I ask my colleagues to join me 
in expressing our appreciation and 
gratitude to the late Congresswoman 
Beverly Byron and her family for all 
she has done for the people of Maryland 
and our Nation.
