This bibliography is a continuation of Computer Literature Bibliography, 19 to

1963^, and is intended as a further service to the computer community. It contains
approximately 5,200 references to computer literature published during the years
1964 through 1967. The Bibliography Section includes the full title and the names of
all of the authors of each item published in 17 journals, 20 books composed of chapters
by individual authors, and 43 conference proceedings. In addition, references to all

items that were reviewed in the IEEE Transactions on Electronic Computers have
been included.

The Title Word Index Section provides the means for locating an item if any part
of its title is known. Likewise, it can be used to identify all items whose titles include
a particular word or phrase. The Author Index Section lists all authors of each item,
but does not indicate whether an individual is its sole author.

INTRODUCTION

How To Understand the Coden

An 11-character coden is used to identify each
item in all three sections of this computer litera-

ture bibliography. The first four letters are usu-

ally an acronym for the title of the journal, book,

or proceedings in which it was published. An
effort has been made to choose acronyms of

mnemonic value. A list of the acronyms with
their explanations is given on the inside of the

front and back covers.

Following the acronym are the last two digits

of the year in which the item was first presented
or published. For journals, the issue number is

given immediately following the two year-digits.

The letters O, N and D are used to indicate the

10th, 11th and 12th issues of a monthly journal.

For books and proceedings, this digit, if there is

one, indicates the volume number. The last part

of the coden, separated by at least one space, is

the initial page number of the item.

The coden scheme used in this bibliography
eliminates double lookups. The user can go direct-

ly from the Title Word Index, for example, to

the source document without referring to the

entire bibliographic entry. This scheme is most
useful for cumulative indexes to a reasonably
small set of publications, especially when limited

to a field of specific interest.

Several examples of how coden expand to the

full reference are as follows

:

CACM670 604=Communications of the ACM,
1967, October, page 604

OLCS65 14=Symposium on On-Line Comput-
ing Systems, 1965, page 14

IFIP652 320=International Federation for In-

formation Processing, 1965,

Volume 2, page 320

Since a few publications do not fit neatly into
this scheme, there are a few exceptions to the
rules given above. In some cases, the book or
proceedings does not number its pages from start
to finish, but numbers the pages of each chapter
or paper independently. In such cases the chapter
or paper identification used in the book or pro-
ceedings is used in the coden. For example:

PACM64 N2.2=Proceedings and Preprints of
the ACM, 1964, paper N2.2

Another exception is made for the three jour-
nals that have a volume year slightly out of phase
with the calendar year. In these cases the first

four characters in the coden are a three-letter
acronym followed by the volume number. The
issue number is still given to the right of the
year-digits. For example:

TCB9664 138=The Computer Bulletin, Volume
9, 1966, Issue 4, page 138

SIM8673 165=Simulation, Volume 8, 1967, Is-

sue 3, page 165

One other exception concerns the books and
papers reviewed in IEEE Transactions on Elec-
tronic Comvuters (lEEC) . Here a 7-character
coden is used which consists of an R in the fourth
character space of those usually reserved for the
acronym, followed by the two year-digits, the
issue number, a hyphen and the number of the
review. For example:

R654-46 =Reviews from IEEE Tr-ansac-

tions on Elect7'onic Comput-
ers, 1965, Issue 4, Review 46

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How To Use the Bibliography Section

In the Bibliography Section the publications
are listed in alphabetical sequence by acronyms.
Within each acronym the references are listed in

year, issue number, and page number sequence.
At the beginning of the listing for each journal,

book, or proceedings, bibliographic information
similar to that found on a library catalog card is

given. The first line of this bibliographic informa-
tion is almost always the title of the publication.
If the main entry on the Library of Congress
catalog card differs, it follows the title in paren-
theses. An ellipsis within the parentheses indi-

cates omission of repeated words. For proceed-
ings, the second line gives the location and date
of the meeting. Usually, the second line also con-
tains the name of the publisher and the year of
publication. The Library of Congress classifica-

tion and catalog card number are on the follow-
ing line if they have been ascertained. Occasion-
ally, additional miscellaneous information is

given.
Each entry in the Bibliography Section con-

sists of the full title and all of its authors. In the
case of books and papers reviewed in lEEC, the
source of the item is also given in the biblio-

graphic entry. However, reviews of items which
are already in the bibliography have not been
given an R entry, but the review and page num-
bers have been added to their bibliographic en-
tries. For example, the item with coden FJCC66
191 was reviewed in lEEC and therefore its

bibliographic entry is followed by * Reviewed
in IEEC674 529 R67-48" which expands to mean
reviewed in lEEC, 1967, Issue 4, page 529, Re-
view Number R67-48.

How To Use the Title Word Index

The Title Word Index is a permuted title or
KWIC (Keyword-in-Context) index. It is not a
subject index and can best be used by those who
are knowledgeable in the field of computers.
Each title can be found under all of the signifi-

cant words that it contains. The title is shifted to
align each successive significant word with a col-

umn near the middle of the page. After sorting
from this column to its right, it becomes very
easy to locate all titles that contain a given word
or phrase. Since each line in the index is a sepa-
rate unit, titles longer than one line must be
chopped. This is indicated by a virgule (/) next
to the chopped portion if the title either begins or
ends on the line. The wide page format results in

less than three percent of the titles being chopped.
The proper point to begin reading a line is at

the longest white space. The line is read to its

right-hand end and then, continuing at the left

end of the line, it is read to the longest white

space where the reading began. This longest space
will never be less than three character spaces ex-

cept in the rare case of a title longer than the line

which has been positioned so that both ends of

the title are off the line. In this case, there will be
only a single space between each word on the
line, and the line is read from left to right.

The title is the title of an article, book chapter,

or paper. Titles of foreign language items have
been translated (sometimes roughly) into Eng-
lish. The name of the original language, in paren-
theses, is added to the title.

Over 70 words which are of limited use as

search tools such as ALMOST, AND, BIG, FOR,
HAVING, NO, OF, THE and WITHIN have been
excluded from the keyword index in order to

reduce the length of this list. In addition the two
words COMPUTER and COMPUTERS have been
excluded as keywords since they appear so often

in titles in the specific area covered by this book
that they lose their value as keywords.

How To Use the Author Index

All authors of each item are listed in the Author
Index with their names followed by as much of

the title as will fit on one line. No indication is

given as to whether an individual is the sole

author or one of several coauthors. Reference
should be made to the Bibliography Section for
this information.

Authors will be found under the prefix when
their last name is preceded by prefixes such as:

DE, DI, LA, VAN, VER and VON. Authors may
be listed with their given names in full or with
one or more of their given names shortened to

initials. This, plus the fact that authors whose
names are followed by suffixes such as JR, SR,
II and III sometimes publish with the suffix

dropped, means that occasionally references by
the same author may become slightly separated.

Since the sorting of names was done on a com-
puter, the sequence of names is in order word-by-
word rather than letter-by-letter.

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NATIONAL BUREAU OF STANDARDS

The National Bureau of Standards^ was established by an act of Congress March 3,

1901. Today, in addition to serving as the Nation's central measurement laboratory,

the Bureau is a principal focal point in the Federal Government for assuring maxi-

mum application of the physical and engineering sciences to the advancement of tech-

nology in industry and commerce. To this end the Bureau conducts research and
provides central national services in three broad program areas and provides cen-

tral national services in a fourth. These are: (1) basic measurements and standards,

(2) materials measurements and standards, (3) technological measurements and
standards, and (4) transfer of technology.

The Bureau comprises the Institute for Basic Standards, the Institute for Materials

Research, the Institute for Applied Technology, and the Center for Radiation Research.

THE INSTITUTE FOR BASIC STANDARDS provides the central basis within the

United States of a complete and consistent system of physical measurement, coor-

dinates that system with the measurement systems of other nations, and furnishes

essential services leading to accurate and uniform physical measurements throughout

the Nation's scientific community, industry, and commerce. The Institute consists

of an Office of Standard Reference Data and a group of divisions organized by the

following areas of science and engineering

:

Applied Mathematics—Electricity—Metrology—Mechanics—Heat—Atomic Phys-

ics—Cryogenics-—Radio Physics^—Radio Engineering-—Astrophysics^—Time

and Frequency.^

THE INSTITUTE FOR MATERIALS RESEARCH conducts materials research lead-

ing to methods, standards of measurement, and data needed by industry, commerce,
educational institutions, and government. The Institute also provides advisory and
research services to other government agencies. The Institute consists of an Office of

Standard Reference Materials and a group of divisions organized by the following

areas of materials research

:

Analytical Chemistry—Polymers—Metallurgy — Inorganic Materials— "Physical

Chemistry.

THE INSTITUTE FOR APPLIED TECHNOLOGY provides for the creation of appro-

priate opportunities for the use and application of technology within the Federal Gov-

ernment and within the civilian sector of American industry. The primary functions

of the Institute may be broadly classified as programs relating to technological meas-

urements and standards and techniques for the transfer of technology. The Institute

consists of a Clearinghouse for Scientific and Technical Information,^ a Center for

Computer Sciences and Technology, and a group of technical divisions and offices

organized by the following fields of technology:

Building Research—Electronic Instrumentation— Technical Analysis— Product

Evaluation—Invention and Innovation— Weights and Measures— Engineering

Standards—Vehicle Systems Research.

THE CENTER FOR RADIATION RESEARCH engages in research, measurement,
and application of radiation to the solution of Bureau mission problems and the

problems of other agencies and institutions. The Center for Radiation Research con-
