RESOLUTION

Commending President Barack Obama and the men and
women of the military and intelligence agencies (JSOC)
for the successful completion of the operation that led

to the death of Osama bin Laden.
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Whereas the President’s leadership, resolve, and perseverance
led to the killing of Osama bin Liaden, the man and sym-
bol of evil behind the September 11 terrorists attacks;

Whereas the death of Osama bin Liaden has been a crowning
moment in our Nation’s war against terrorism and has
sent a clear and significant message to terrorists around
the world that the United States will not cease in our
pursuit of justice for those terrorists who seek to do

harm to this Nation and its citizens;

Whereas following the death of Osama bin Laden, the family
and friends who lost loved ones in the terrorist attacks
on September 11 are able to achieve a greater sense of

comfort and closure;

Whereas after months of meetings with the National Security
Council and intelligence officials, led by President Obama
who directed intelligence officials to zero in on Osama bin
Laden’s whereabouts, intelligence officials devised and
carried out a clandestine operation which had frequently
been rehearsed in an effort to minimize casualties, both

civilian and military;
