Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘No Amnesty Act’’. 4
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SEC. 2. ENDING AMNESTY POLICIES. 1

(a) IN GENERAL.—No funds, resources, or fees made 2

available to the Secretary of Homeland Security, or to any 3

other official of a Federal agency, including any deposits 4

into the ‘‘Immigration Examinations Fee Account’’ estab-5

lished under section 286(m) of the Immigration and Na-6

tionality Act (8 U.S.C. 1356(m)), may be used to imple-7

ment, administer, enforce, or carry out (including through 8

the issuance of any regulations), any of the following: 9
