1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Supporting Providers
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of English Language Learning Act” or the “SPELIL Act”.
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SEC. 2. TEACHERS OF ENGLISH LEARNERS, BILINGUAL,

AND DUAL LANGAGE STUDENTS.

(a) LOAN FORGIVENESS FOR TEACHERS.—Section

The amendments made by section 2 shall take effect
on the date of the enactment of this Act and shall apply
with respect to individuals who are eligible to receive
teacher loan forgiveness under section 428.J of the Higher
Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1078-10) or teacher
loan cancellation under section 460 of such Act (20 U.S.C.

1087j) after such date.
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
