SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Increasing Rural Tele-
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health Access Act of 20217.

1 SEC. 2. INCREASING RURAL TELEHEALTH ACCESS.

2 (a) DEFINITIONS.—Subsection (a) of section 3301 of
3 the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 254¢-14) is
4 amended—

5 (1) by redesignating paragraphs (6) and (7) as

6 paragraphs (7) and (8), respectively; and

7 (2) by inserting after paragraph (5), the fol-

(¢) GRANTS.—Subsection (d) of section 3301 of the

Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 254¢-14) is amend-

“(3) VIRTUAL HEALTH NETWORK PILOT PRO-

GRAM GRANTS.—The Director shall, in carrying out
the virtual health pilot program referred to in sub-
section (b)(2), award grants to eligible entities to fa-
cilitate utilization of remote patient monitoring tech-
nology in rural areas to—

“(A) maintain or expand access to, and co-
ordinate health care services for, individuals
with chronic conditions;

“(B) improve and expand the training of
health care providers using remote patient mon-
itoring technology; and

“(C) minimize challenges facing health
care providers and health care facilities, includ-
ing rural health clinics, community health cen-
ters, community behavioral health centers, long-

term care facilities, and rural hospitals, as such
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providers and facilities serve their commu-
nities.”.

(d) GRANT PERIODS.—Subsection (e) of section 3301

of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 254¢-14) 1s

amended—

(1) by striking “The Director may award
erants under this section” and inserting the fol-
lowing:

“(1) TELEHEALTH NETWORK AND TELE-

(2) by adding at the end the following new
paragraph:

“(B) developing and acquiring, through
lease or purchase, computer hardware and soft-
ware, audio and video equipment, computer net-
work equipment, interactive equipment, data
terminal equipment, and other equipment that
furthers the objectives of the virtual health pilot
program;

“(C)(@1) providing for transmission of med-

1cal data, and maintenance of equipment; and
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“(i1) providing for compensation (including
travel expenses) of specialists, and referring
health care providers, who are providing virtual
health services through remote patient moni-
toring technology if no third-party payment is
available;

“(D) collecting and analyzing usage statis-
tics and data to document the cost-effectiveness
of services using remote patient monitoring
technology; and

“(E) carrying out such other activities as
are consistent with achieving the objectives of
the virtual health pilot program, as determined
by the Secretary.”.
