(a) HIGHWAY SAFETY PROGRAMS.

Section 402(e)

of title 23, United States Code, is amended by adding at

the end the following:

“(C) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing

in this paragraph may be construed to result in
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a reduction in the amount of funding a State
may receive under this section.”.

(¢) REPORT.—Not later than 18 months after the
date of enactment of this Act, the Comptroller General
of the United States shall submit to the Committee on
Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Committee on Commerce, Science,
and Transportation of the Senate a report describing the
implementation of, and compliance with, the amendments

made by this Act.
