A BILL

To provide paid family and medical leave to Federal
employees, and for other purposes.
1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
2 twves of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
3 SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.
4 This Act may be cited as the “Comprehensive Paid

5 Leave for Federal Employees Act”.
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SEC. 2. PAID FAMILY AND MEDICAL LEAVE FOR FEDERAL

EMPLOYEES COVERED BY TITLE 5.

Chapter 63 of title 5, United States Code, is amend-

ed—

(1) in section 6381, by amending paragraph

(1)(B) to read as follows:

“(B) has completed at least 12 months of

“(1) as an employee (as defined in sec-
tion 2105) of the Government of the
United States, including service with the
United States Postal Service, the Postal

in subparagraphs (A) through (E) of section 102(a)(1) of
such Act (29 U.S.C. 2612(a)(1)). In developing the terms
and conditions for this program, the Joint Committee may
be guided by the terms and conditions applicable to the
provision of paid family and medical leave for employees
of the Federal Government under chapter 63 of title 5,
United States Code, and any corresponding regulations.”.

(b) DisTRICT OF COLUMBIA PUBLIC DEFENDER
SERVICE.—Subsection (d) of section 305 of the District
of Columbia Court Reform and Criminal Procedure Act
of 1970 (sec. 21605, D.C. Official Code) is amended to

read as follows:
