A BILL

To provide for certain Medicare program extensions, and

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Supporting Health
Care Providers During the COVID-19 Pandemic Act”.
SEC. 2. ADJUSTMENTS TO MEDICARE SEQUESTRATION RE-

DUCTIONS.
(a) EXTENSION OF TEMPORARY SUSPENSION
