SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Supporting Trans-4

parency to Overcome Poverty and Campus Hunger Act’’ 5

or the ‘‘STOP Campus Hunger Act’’. 6
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SEC. 2. STUDENT ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION FOR NUTRI-1

TION ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS. 2

(a) INFORMATION DISSEMINATION ACTIVITIES.— 3

Section 485(a)(1) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 4

(20 U.S.C. 1092(a)(1)) is amended— 5

(1) in subparagraph (U), by striking the ‘‘and’’ 6

at the end; 7

(2) in subparagraph (V), by striking the period 8

at the end and inserting a semicolon; and 9

(3) by adding at the end the following: 10

‘‘(W) the most recent relevant student eli-11

gibility guidance with respect to the nutrition 12
