Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “STOCK Act 2.0”.

SEC. 2. REPORTING OF APPLICATIONS FOR, OR RECEIPT
OF, PAYMENTS FROM FEDERAL GOVERN-
MENT.

“(2) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—Not later

than 30 days after the date of receipt of a notice of
any application for, or receipt of, a covered payment
by a covered person, the spouse of the covered per-
son, or a dependent child of the covered person (in-
cluding any business owned and controlled by the
covered person or spouse or dependent child of the
covered person), but in no case later than 45 days

after the date on which the covered payment is made
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or promised to be made, the covered person shall
submit to the applicable supervising ethics office a
report deseribing the covered payment.

“(3) FINE FOR FAILURE TO REPORT.—Not-
withstanding section 104(d), a covered person shall
be assessed a fine, pursuant to regulations issued by
the applicable supervising ethics office, of $500 in
each case in which the covered person fails to file a

report required under this subsection.”.

“(111) a director of a Kederal Reserve
bank.
“(B) SUPERVISING ETHICS OFFICE.—The
term ‘supervising ethics office’ means the In-
spector General of the Board of Governors of

the Federal Reserve System and the Bureau of

Consumer Financial Protection.
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“(2) ELECTRONIC FILING AND ONLINE PUBLIC

AVAILABILITY OF FINANCIAL DISCLOSURE FORMS.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-

oraph (IF), not later than 1 year after the date

of enactment of this subsection, the supervising

ethics office shall develop a system to enable,

pursuant to title I of the Ethics in Government

Act of 1978 (5 U.S.C. App.), through a data-

base maintained on the official website of the

supervising ethics office—

“(1) electronic filing of reports re-
ceived from covered persons pursuant to
that title; and

“(i1) public access—

“(I) to each—

“(aa) financial disclosure re-
port filed by a covered person;

“(bb) transaction disclosure
report filed by a covered person
pursuant to section 103(l) of the
Ethics in  Government Act of
1978 (5 U.S.C. App); and

“(ecc) notice of extension,
amendment, or blind trust, with

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item (aa) or (bb), pursuant to

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“(B) LoGIN.—For purposes of filings
under subparagraph (A)(ii), section 105(b)(2)
of the Ethiecs in Government Act of 1978 (5
U.S.C. App.) shall not apply.

“(C) PuBLIC AVAILABILITY.—The elec-
tronic availability of filings under subparagraph
(A)(11) on the official website of a supervising
ethics office shall be deemed to meet the public
availability requirement under section 105(b)(1)
of the Ethics in Government Aect of 1978 (5
U.S.C. App.).

“(D) FILERS COVERED.—Each covered
person who is required under the Ethics in Gov-
ernment Act of 1978 (5 U.S.C. App.) to file a
financial disclosure report with a supervising
ethics office shall be able to file report elec-
tronically using the applicable system developed
under this paragraph.

“(E) EXTENSIONS.—Each notice of an ex-
tension for a financial disclosure covered by this
paragraph shall be made available electronically
under subparagraph (A)(11), together with any
related disclosure.

“(F) ADDITIONAL TIME.—The require-

ments of this paragraph may be implemented

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after the date described in subparagraph (A) if
a supervising ethices office identifies in writing
to the relevant congressional committees the ad-
ditional time needed for that implementation.”.
