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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Job Protection Act’’. 2

SEC. 2. EXPANSION OF EMPLOYEES ELIGIBLE FOR FAMILY 3

AND MEDICAL LEAVE. 4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 101(2) of the Family and 5

Medical Leave Act of 1993 (29 U.S.C. 2611(2)) is amend-6

ed— 7

(1) in subparagraph (A), by striking ‘‘em-8

ployed—’’ and all that follows through the end of 9

the subparagraph and inserting ‘‘employed for at 10

least 90 days by the employer with respect to whom 11

leave is requested under section 102.’’; 12

(2) in subparagraph (B), by striking ‘‘does not 13

include—’’ and all that follows through the end of 14

the subparagraph and inserting ‘‘does not include 15

any Federal officer or employee covered under sub-16

chapter V of chapter 63 of title 5, United States 17

Code (as added by title II of this Act).’’; 18

(3) by striking subparagraphs (C) and (D); and 19

(4) by redesignating subparagraph (E) as sub-20

paragraph (C). 21

(b) FEDERAL EMPLOYEES.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—Title 5, United States Code, 23

is amended— 24

(A) in section 6381(1)(B), by striking ‘‘12 25

months’’ and inserting ‘‘90 days’’; and 26
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(B) in section 6382(d)(2)(E), by striking 1

‘‘12 months’’ and inserting ‘‘90 days’’. 2

(2) PRESIDENTIAL EMPLOYEES.—Section 3

412(a)(2)(B) of title 3, United States Code, is 4

amended by striking ‘‘12 months and for at least 5

1,250 hours of employment during the previous 12 6

months’’ and inserting ‘‘90 days’’. 7

(3) CONGRESSIONAL EMPLOYEES.—Section 8

202(a)(2)(B) of the Congressional Accountability 9

Act of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1312(a)(2)(B)) is amended 10

by striking ‘‘12 months and for at least 1,250 hours 11

of employment during the previous 12 months’’ and 12

inserting ‘‘90 days’’. 13
