Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘CFO Vision Act of 4

2022’’. 5

SEC. 2. CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICERS; GOVERNMENTWIDE 6

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT PLAN. 7

(a) CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER AND DEPUTY CHIEF 8

FINANCIAL OFFICER.—Chapter 9 of title 31, United 9

States Code, is amended— 10

agement performance of the agency shall be as-24

sessed; and 25

eral, and appropriate committees of Congress, and 4

be made publicly available;’’; 5

financial statements— 9

‘‘(i) of Federal agencies under section 10

3515 of this title; and 11

‘‘(ii) of Government corporations; 12

‘‘(D) a summary of the most recently completed 13

financial statement audits and reports— 14

‘‘(i) of Federal agencies under subsections 15

(e) and (f) of section 3521 of this title; and 16

‘‘(ii) of Government corporations; 17

‘‘(E) a summary of reports on internal account-18

ing and administrative control systems submitted to 19

the President and Congress under subsection (d); 20

‘‘(F) a listing of agencies whose financial man-21

agement systems do not comply substantially with 22

the requirements of section 803(a) of the Federal 23

Financial Management Improvement Act of 1996 24

(31 U.S.C. 3512 note), and a summary statement of 25
