Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “‘Diversifying Paths to
Apprenticeships Act”.

SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS RELATING TO ADULT EDUCATION.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 203 of the Workforce In-

novation and Opportunity Act (29 U.S.C. 3272) is amend-

“(11) INTEGRATED EDUCATION AND TRAIN-
ING.—The term ‘integrated education and training’
means a service approach that provides adult edu-
cation and literacy activities concurrently and con-
textually with workforce preparation activities and
workforee training for a specific occupation or occu-
pational cluster (including for apprenticeship and
pre-apprenticeship programs) for the purpose of edu-
cational and career advancement.

“(12) INTEGRATED ENGLISH LITERACY AND

ices provided to English language learners who are
adults, including professionals with degrees and cre-
dentials in their native countries, that enables such
adults to achieve competency in the English lan-
ounage and acquire the basic and more advanced
skills needed to function effectively as parents, work-
ers, and citizens in the United States. Such services
shall include instruction in literacy and English lan-
cuage acquisition and instruction on the rights and
responsibilities of citizenship and civie participation,

and may include workforce training and—

(or a successor website) or other resources;

“(B) which may include preparation for
apprenticeship or pre-apprenticeship programs,
or the provision of information regarding where
to acquire that preparation.”’; and
