A BILL

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; TABLE OF CONTENTS.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Section 154 of the Energy

Policy and Conservation Act (42 U.S.C. 6234) is amended

by adding at the end the following:
