SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Modernizing Agricul-
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tural Transportation Act”.
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1 SEC. 2. WORKING GROUP ON IMPROVING THE LIVESTOCK,
2 INSECT, AND AGRICULTURAL COMMODITIES
3 TRANSPORT INDUSTRIES.
4 (a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:
5 (1) AGRICULTURAL COMMODITY.—The term
6 “agricultural commodity” means—
7 (A) an agricultural commodity as defined
8 in section 518 of the Kederal Crop Insurance
9 Act (7T U.S.C. 1518); and
10 (B) an agricultural commodity as defined
11 in section 395.2 of title 49, Code of Federal

8 shall include, at a minimum, representatives

(A) the findings of the working group, in-
cluding a summary of the views expressed by
individuals and entities consulted under sub-
section (¢); and

(B) the initiatives and regulatory and leg-
islative changes that the working group identi-
fies as necessary to protect the safety of high-
ways and allow for the safe, efficient, and pro-
ductive marketplace transport of livestock, in-

sects, and agricultural commodities.

(2) REGULATORY C(HANGES.—Not later than

120 days after the date on which the Secretary re-
ceives the report under paragraph (1), the Secretary
shall propose regulatory changes that take into ac-
count the findings and recommendations of the

working eroup, including—

(A) changes to the hours of service regula-
tions under subpart A of part 395 of title 49,
