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Congress finds the following:

(1) During the 20-year period preceding the
date of enactment of this Act, activity by private eq-
uity funds has exploded.

(2) Millions of people in communities across the
United States rely on companies that are owned by
private equity funds, including nearly 12,000,000 in-
dividuals who work for companies owned by those
funds. For millions of additional individuals, a pri-
vate investment fund acts as a landlord, a lender, or
an owner of a local grocery store, newspaper, or hos-
pital. Many pension funds are also investors in pri-
vate investment funds.

(3) Private investment funds have taken con-
trolling stakes in companies in a wide variety of in-
dustries, including the financial services, real estate,
media, and healthcare industries, but some of the
largest impacts from private investment funds have
been in the retail sector. In the 5 years preceding
the date of enactment of this Act, cases have been
commenced under title 11, United States Code, with
respect to dozens of retailers in the United States,
including Sears, Toys “R” Us, Shopko, Payless
ShoeSource, Charlotte Russe, Bon-Ton, Nine West,

David’s Bridal, Claire’s, J. Crew, Neiman Marcus,
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suitar Center, Art Van Furniture, and Southeastern
Grocers, which was the parent company for BI-1LO
and Winn-Dixie.

(4) Private investment funds have also targeted
entities that serve low-income or vulnerable popu-
lations, including affordable housing developments,
for-profit colleges, payday lenders, medical providers,
and nursing homes.

(5) While private investment funds often pur-
port to take over struggling companies and make
those companies viable, the opposite is often true.
Leveraged buyouts impose enormous debt loads on
otherwise viable companies and then strip those
companies of assets, hobbling the operations of those
companies and preventing them from making nec-
essary investments for future growth. If an invest-
ment goes well, the fund reaps most of the rewards,
but if the imvestment does not go well, workers and
customers of the company, and the community rely-
ing on the company, suffer.

(6) Regardless of the performance of a private
mvestment fund, the managers of the fund often
make profits through fees, dividends, and other fi-
nancial engineering. Private funds should have a

stake in the outcome of their investments, enjoying
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5}
returns if those investments are successful but ab-
sorbing losses if those investments fail.

(7) When a case is commenced under title 11,
United States Code, with respect to a portfolio com-
pany, workers not only lose jobs, but also lose wages
and benefits that are owed, severance pay that has
been promised, and pensions that have been earned.
Workers should not be sent to the back of the line
behind other creditors if, through no fault of those
workers, an investment fails.

(8) The performance of private investment
funds is often cloaked in secrecy. Those funds have
full control over the information that the funds dis-
close to investors, which allows the funds to manu-
facture their own performance metrics and makes it
difficult for an investor to compare the returns to
other investment options. Funds also increasingly re-
quire investors to waive the fiduciary obligations ap-
plicable to the funds. Investors should have the in-
formation and bargaining power to take control over
their own investments.

(9) An increasing amount of risky debt is being
introduced into the market and the quality of that
debt 1s deteriorating, raising concerns with regu-

lators and lawmakers about systemic risk. The insti-
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tutions that make and securitize risky loans collect
large fees and then pass on risk to unwitting inves-
tors. The financial system should not bear all of the
risk while lenders and securitizers reap the rewards.
(10) The Federal Government should—
(A) protect workers, companies, con-
sumers, and investors in the United States; and
(B) put an end to the practice of looting
economically viable companies for the enrich-
ment of private investment fund managers.

(3) CHANGE IN CONTROL.—The term ‘“‘change
in control” means a change in a legal right with re-
spect to—

(A) the power to vote more than 50 per

centum of any class of voting securities of a

corporation that engages in interstate com-

meree; or
(B) any lesser per centum of any class of
voting securities of a corporation that engages

In interstate commerce that is sufficient to

make the acquirer of such an interest a person

that has the ability to direct the actions of that

corporation.
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(4) CHANGE IN CONTROL TRANSACTION.—The
term ‘“‘change in control transaction” means a trans-
action, or a set of related transactions, that effec-
tuates a change in control.
(5) COMMISSION.—The term “‘Commission”
means the Securities and Exchange Commission.
(6) CONTROL PERSON.—The term “control per-
son’’—
(A) means—

(1) a person—

(I) that directly or indirectly
owns, controls, or holds with power to
vote, including through coordination
with other persons, 20 percent or
more of the outstanding voting inter-
ests of a corporation; or

(IT) that operates the business or
substantially all of the property of a
corporation under a lease or an oper-
ating or management agreement;

(i1) a corporation, other than a target
firm, that has 20 percent or more of its
outstanding voting interests directly or in-

(ii1) a person that otherwise has the

(A) a joint-stock company;

“(a) TREATMENT OF DISTRIBUTIVE SHARE OF

For purposes of this title, in the
case of an investment services partnership interest—

“(A) an amount equal to the net capital
cain with respect to such interest for any part-
nership taxable year shall be treated as ordi-

nary income, and
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“(B) subject to the limitation of paragraph
(2), an amount equal to the net capital loss
with respect to such interest for any partner-
ship taxable year shall be treated as an ordi-
nary loss.

“(2) RECHARACTERIZATION OF LOSSES LIM-
ITED TO RECHARACTERIZED GAINS.—The amount
treated as ordinary loss under paragraph (1)(B) for
any taxable year shall not exceed the excess (if any)
of—

“(A) the aggregate amount treated as ordi-
nary income under paragraph (1)(A) with re-
spect to the investment services partnership in-
terest for all preceding partnership taxable
years to which this section applies, over

“(B) the aggregate amount treated as or-
dinary loss under paragraph (1)(B) with re-
spect to such interest for all preceding partner-
ship taxable years to which this section applies.
“(3) ALLOCATION TO ITEMS OF GAIN AND

LOSS.

“(A) NET CAPITAL GAIN.—The amount
treated as ordinary income under paragraph

(1)(A) shall be allocated ratably among the
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items of long-term capital gain taken into ac-
count in determining such net capital gain.

“(B) NET CAPITAL LOSS.—The amount

treated as ordinary loss under paragraph (1)(B)
shall be allocated ratably among the items of
long-term capital loss and short-term capital
loss taken into account in determining such net
capital loss.

“(4) TERMS RELATING TO CAPITAL GAINS AND

LOSSES.—For purposes of this section—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Net capital gain, long-
term capital gain, and long-term capital loss,
with respect to any investment services partner-
ship interest for any taxable year, shall be de-
termined under section 1222, except that such
section shall be applied—

“(1) without regard to the recharacter-
1zation of any item as ordinary income or
ordinary loss under this section,

“(i1) by only taking into account items
of gain and loss taken into account by the
holder of such interest under section 702
(other than subsection (a)(9) thereof) with
respect to such interest for such taxable

yvear, and
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“(ii1) by treating property which is
taken into account in determining gains
and losses to which section 1231 applies as
capital assets held for more than 1 year.

The term ‘net

“(B) NET CAPITAL LOSS.
capital loss” means the excess of the losses from
sales or exchanges of capital assets over the
eains from such sales or exchanges. Rules simi-
lar to the rules of clauses (i) through (iii) of
subparagraph (A) shall apply for purposes of
the preceding sentence.

“(5) SPECIAL RULE FOR DIVIDENDS.—Any div-
idend allocated with respect to any investment serv-
ices partnership interest shall not be treated as
qualified dividend income for purposes of section
1(h).

“(6) SPECIAL RULE FOR QUALIFIED SMALL
BUSINESS STOCK.—Section 1202 shall not apply to
any gain from the sale or exchange of qualified small
business stock (as defined in section 1202(c¢)) allo-
cated with respect to any investment services part-

nership interest.

“(b) DISPOSITIONS OF PARTNERSHIP INTERESTS.

“(1) GAIN.—
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“(A) IN GENERAL.—Any gain on the dis-
position of an investment services partnership
interest shall be—
“(i) treated as ordinary income, and
“(11) recognized notwithstanding any
other provision of this subtitle.
“(B) GIFT AND TRANSFERS AT DEATI.—
In the case of a disposition of an investment
services partnership interest by gift or by rea-
son of death of the taxpayer—
“(1) subparagraph (A) shall not apply,
“(i1) such interest shall be treated as
an investment services partnership interest
in the hands of the person acquiring such
interest, and
“(i11) any amount that would have
been treated as ordinary income under this
subsection had the decedent sold such in-
terest immediately before death shall be
treated as an item of income in respect of
a decedent under section 691.

“(2) Loss.—Any loss on the disposition of an

investment services partnership interest shall be
treated as an ordinary loss to the extent of the ex-

cess (if any) of—
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“(A) the aggregate amount treated as ordi-
nary income under subsection (a) with respect
to such interest for all partnership taxable
yvears to which this section applies, over

“(B) the aggregate amount treated as or-
dinary loss under subsection (a) with respect to
such interest for all partnership taxable years
to which this section applies.

“(3) ELECTION WITH RESPECT TO CERTAIN EX-

CIHANGES.

Paragraph (1)(A)(i1) shall not apply to
the contribution of an investment services partner-
ship interest to a partnership in exchange for an in-
terest in such partnership if—

“(A) the taxpayer makes an irrevocable
election to treat the partnership interest re-
ceived in the exchange as an investment serv-
ices partnership interest, and

“(B) the taxpayer agrees to comply with
such reporting and recordkeeping requirements
as the Secretary may prescribe.

“(4) DISTRIBUTIONS OF PARTNERSHIP PROP-
ERTY.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any dis-

tribution of property by a partnership with re-

spect to any investment services partnership in-
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terest held by a partner, the partner receiving
such property shall recognize gain equal to the
excess (if any) of—

“(1) the fair market value of such
property at the time of such distribution,
over

“(i1) the adjusted basis of such prop-
erty in the hands of such partner (deter-
mined without regard to subparagraph
(C)).

“(B) TREATMENT OF GAIN AS ORDINARY
INCOME.—Any gain recognized by such partner
under subparagraph (A) shall be treated as or-
dinary income to the same extent and in the
same manner as the increase in such partner’s
distributive share of the taxable income of the
partnership would be treated under subsection
(a) if, immediately prior to the distribution, the
partnership had sold the distributed property at
fair market value and all of the gain from such
disposition were allocated to such partner. For
purposes of applying subsection (a)(2), any gain
treated as ordinary income under this subpara-
oraph shall be treated as an amount treated as

ordinary income under subsection (a)(1)(A).

“(C) ADJUSTMENT OF BASIS.—In the case
a distribution to which subparagraph (A) ap-
plies, the basis of the distributed property in
the hands of the distributee partner shall be the
fair market value of such property.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as other-
wise provided by the Secretary, solely for
purposes of determining whether any inter-
est In a partnership constitutes property
held in connection with a trade or business
under subparagraph (A)(11)—

“(I) a trade or business of any
person closely related to the owner of
such interest shall be treated as a
trade or business of such owner,

equity) as a capital interest in the partnership.
“(E) CONTROLLED GROUPS OF ENTI-

TIES.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of a

controlled group of entities, if an interest
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in the partnership received in exchange for
a contribution to the capital of the part-
nership by any member of such controlled
oroup would (in the hands of such mem-
ber) constitute property held in connection
with a trade or business, then any interest
in such partnership held by any member of
such group shall be treated for purposes of
subparagraph (A) as constituting (in the
hands of such member) property held in
connection with a trade or business.

“(i1) CONTROLLED GROUP OF ENTI-
TIES.—For purposes of clause (1), the term

1563. A partnership or any other entity
(other than a corporation) shall be treated

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“(F) SPECIAL RULE FOR CORPORA-

“(4) SPECIFIED ASSET.—The term ‘specified
asset’” means securities (as defined 1n section
475(¢)(2) without regard to the last sentence there-
of), real estate held for rental or investment, inter-
ests in partnerships, commodities (as defined in sec-
tion 475(e)(2)), cash or cash equivalents, or options
or derivative contracts with respect to any of the
foregoing.

“(5) RELATED PERSONS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—A person shall be
treated as related to another person if the rela-
tionship between such persons i1s described in
section 267(b) or 707(b).

“(B) ATTRIBUTION OF PARTNER SERV-
ICES.—Any service described in paragraph (2)
which is provided by a partner of a partnership
shall be treated as also provided by such part-

nership.
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“(d) EXCEPTION FOR CERTAIN CAPITAL INTER-

ESTS.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any portion

of an investment services partnership interest which

i1s a qualified capital interest, all items of gain and

loss (and any dividends) which are allocated to such

qualified capital interest shall not be taken into ac-
count under subsection (a) if—

“(A) allocations of items are made by the
partnership to such qualified capital interest in
the same manner as such allocations are made
to other qualified capital interests held by part-
ners who do not provide any services described

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“(i11) SPECIAL RULE FOR CONTRIBU-

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“(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any
specified family partnership interest, paragraph
(1)(A) shall be applied without regard to the
phrase ‘and who are not related to the partner
holding the qualified capital interest’.

“(B) SPECIFIED FAMILY PARTNERSHIP IN-

term ‘specified family partnership interest’
means any investment services partnership in-
terest if—

“(1) such interest is an interest in a
qualified family partnership,

““(11) such interest is held by a natural
person or by a trust with respect to which
each beneficiary is a grantor or a person
whose relationship to the grantor is de-
sceribed in section 267(b)(1), and

“(i11) all other interests in such quali-
fied family partnership with respect to
which significant allocations are made
(within the meaning of paragraph (1)(B)
and in comparison to the allocations made
to the interest described in clause (i1)) are

held by persons who—
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“(I) are related to the natural
person or trust referred to in clause
(i1), or

“(IT) provide services described
in subsection (¢)(2).

“(C) QUALIFIED FAMILY PARTNERSHIP.—

For purposes of this paragraph, the term

‘qualified family partnership’” means any part-

nership if—
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“(1) all of the capital and profits in-

terests of such partnership are held by
“(I) specified family members,
“(IT) any person closely related
(within the meaning of subsection

(1) a list of actions taken by any State
or local regulatory agency; and

(i) any legal or regulatory penalties

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TITLE VII-MISCELLANEOUS

SEC. 701. ANTI-EVASION.

It shall be unlawful to conduct any activity, including
by entering into an agreement or contract, engaging in
a transaction, or structuring an entity, to willfully evade
or attempt to evade any provision of this Act.

SEC. 702. SEVERABILITY.

If any provision of this Act or the application of such
a provision to any person or circumstance is held to be
invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of this Act and
the application of the provisions of this Act to any person
or circumstance shall remain and shall not be affected by

that holding.
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
