(b) INSTITUTIONAL AND FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE IN-

(I.) and inserting the following:

“(L.) each completion or graduation rate for
ecach type of student and program described in
clauses (1) and (i1) of section 132(1)(1)(dJ);”; and

(2) in paragraph (3), by striking “within 150
percent of the normal time for completion of or
eraduation from the program’ and inserting ‘“‘within
the time for completion or graduation described in
section 132(1)(1)(J) applicable to such student and

such program”.
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
