Whereas the Department of Defense Prisoners of War/Miss-

ing in Action (POW/MIA) Accounting Agency must cur-

rently approach MIA recovery operations on a country by 

country basis via diplomatic, civil, and military negotia-

tions; 
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Whereas countries utilizing mutually beneficial trade agree-

ments with the United States should provide a trans-

parent and efficient process to aid in the recovery of 

United States POW/MIA personnel; 

Whereas the Department of Defense lists 1,578 United 

States citizens who served during the Vietnam War and 

are still missing and unaccounted for in Vietnam, Laos, 

and Cambodia despite ongoing investigation and recovery 

efforts; 

Whereas some 72,500 United States personnel remain unac-

counted for throughout Europe, China, and Japan after 

sacrificing their lives during World War II; and 

Whereas nearly 7,800 members of the United States Armed 

Forces are still missing and unaccounted for on the Ko-

rean Peninsula after bravely serving during the Korean 

War: Now, therefore, be it 

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate 1
