SEC. 3. GRANTS TO GROW AND DIVERSIFY THE PERINATAL
WORKFORCE.

Title VII of the Public Health Service Act is amended
by inserting after section 757 (42 U.S.C. 294f) the fol-
lowing new section:

“(2) has developed a strategy to recruit and re-
tain a diverse pool of students into the school or pro-
oram described in subsection (b) that is supported
by funds received through the grant, particularly
from racial and ethnic minority groups and other

underserved populations;

“(d) REPORTING.—As a condition on receipt of a
erant under this section for a school or program described
in subsection (b), an entity shall agree to submit to the
Secretary an annual report on the activities conducted
through the grant, including—

participating in the school or program;

“(2) the extent to which students in the school
or program are entering careers in—

WORKFORCE IN MATERNAL AND PERINATAL
HEALTH.

Title VIII of the Public Health Service Act is amend-
ed by inserting after section 811 of that Act (42 U.S.C.
296j) the following:

“SEC. 812. PERINATAL NURSING WORKFORCE GRANTS.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award
erants to schools of nursing to erow and diversify the
perinatal nursing workforce.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years after the
date of enactment of this Act and every 5 years thereafter,
the Comptroller General of the United States shall submit
to Congress a report on barriers to maternal health edu-
cation and access to care in the United States. Such report
shall include the information and recommendations de-
scribed in subsection (b).

(b) CONTENT OF REPORT.—The report under sub-
section (a) shall include—

(1) an assessment of current barriers to enter-
ing and successfully completing aceredited midwifery
education programs, and recommendations for ad-
dressing such barriers, particularly for low-income
women and women from racial and ethnic minority
oTOUpS;

(4) an assessment of disparities in access to
maternity care providers, mental or behavioral
health care providers acting in accordance with
State law, and registered dietitians or nutrition pro-
fessionals (as such term 1s defined 1n section
1861(vv)(2) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C.
1395x(vv)(2))), and perinatal health workers, strati-

fied by race, ethnicity, gender identity, primary lan-

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cuage, geographic location, and insurance type and
recommendations to promote greater access equity;
and
(5) recommendations to promote greater equity
in compensation for perinatal health workers under
public and private insurers, particularly for such in-
dividuals from racially and ethnically diverse back-
orounds.
6. DEFINITIONS.
In this Act:

(1) CULTURALLY AND LINGUISTICALLY CON-
SRUENT.—The term “culturally and linguistically
congruent”’, with respect to care or maternity care,
means care that is in agreement with the preferred
cultural values, beliefs, worldview, language, and
practices of the health care consumer and other
stakeholders.

(2) MATERNAL MORTALITY.—The term ‘“‘mater-
nal mortality” means a death occurring during or
within a 1-year period after pregnancy, caused by
pregnancy-related or childbirth complications, in-
cluding a suicide, overdose, or other death resulting
from a mental health or substance use disorder at-
tributed to or aggravated by pregnancy-related or

childbirth complications.

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(3) MATERNITY CARE PROVIDER.—The term

“maternity care provider” means a health care pro-

vider who—

(A) 1s a physician, physician assistant,
midwife who meets at a minimum the inter-
national definition of a midwife and global
standards for midwifery education as estab-
lished by the International Confederation of
Midwives, advanced practice registered nurse,
or a lactation consultant certified by the Inter-
national Board of Lactation Consultant Exam-
ners; and

(B) has a focus on maternal or perinatal
health.

(4) PERINATAL HEALTH WORKER.—The term

“perinatal health worker” means a nonclinical health
worker focused on maternal or perinatal health, such
as a doula, community health worker, peer sup-
porter, lactation educator or counselor, nutritionist
or dietitian, childbirth educator, social worker, home
visitor, patient navigator or coordinator, or language

interpreter.

(5) PosTtPARTUM.—The term “‘postpartum’ re-

fers to the 1-year period beginning on the last day

of the pregnancy of an individual.

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(6) RACIAL. AND ETIINIC MINORITY GROUP.—
