A BILL

To amend title XIX of the Social Security Act to increase
Federal Medicaid funding for States that provide inten-
sive community-based services for adults with serious
mental illness, and for other purposes.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Strengthening Med-
icaid for Serious Mental Illness Act”.

SEC. 2. PURPOSES.
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The purposes of this Act are the following:
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(1) To amend title XIX of the Social Security

Act to increase Federal Medicaid funding for States
that provide intensive community-based services for
adults with serious mental illness.

(2) To increase access to intensive community-
based services in the most integrated setting appro-
priate.

(3) To prevent unnecessary hospitalization or
other institutionalization.

(4) To promote continuity of care and coverage
for young adults after they turn 21 and age out of
the early and periodic screening, diagnostic, and

treatment services benefit.

SEC. 3. INCREASED FMAP FOR PROVIDING INTENSIVE COM-

MUNITY-BASED SERVICES UNDER MEDICAID.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1915 of the Social Secu-

rity Act (42 U.S.C. 1396n) is amended by adding at the

end the following new subsection:

“(m) STATE PrLAN AMENDMENT OPTION TO PRO-

VIDE INTENSIVE COMMUNITY-BASED SERVICES FOR ElL-

DERLY AND DISABLED INDIVIDUALS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to the succeeding
provisions of this subsection, beginning January 1,
2025, a State may provide through a State plan

providing intensive community-based services
under this subsection, the State complies with
the regulations applicable to home and commu-
nity-based services provided under subsection
(1) under subpart M of part 441 of title 42,
Code of Federal Regulations, including sections
441.710 (commonly known as the ‘HCBS set-
tings rule’) and 441.725 of such title, except to
the extent that such regulations are incon-
sistent with this subsection.

“(2) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection:

‘eligible individual’ means an individual—

“(1) who 1s eligible for medical assist-
ance under the State plan or under a waiv-
er of such plan;

“(111) whose income does not exceed
150 percent of the poverty line (as defined
in section 2110(¢)(5)); and

“(iv) who 1s an adult with a serious
mental illness.

“(D) INTENSIVE CASE MANAGEMENT.—

The term ‘intensive case management’ means a

section 440.169 of title 42, Code of Federal

Regulations)—

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“(11) that i1s a long-term, intensive ap-
proach to supporting an individual in the
community by providing a comprehensive
range of treatment, rehabilitation, and
support services;

“(i11) that helps individuals with seri-
ous mental illness acquire material re-
sources (such as food, shelter, clothing,
and medical care) and improve their psy-
chosocial functioning;

“(iv) that provides sufficient support
to individuals with serious mental illness to
keep them involved in community life and
encourage growth towards greater auton-
omy and develop coping skills to meet the
demands of community life;

“(v) that ensures continuity of care
among treatment agencies;

“(v1) in which a case manager, work-
ing alone or as part of a team, makes 4 or
more face-to-face contact with a client each
month; and

“(vi1) in which the case manager-to-

chent ratio does not exceed 1:12.
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“(E) INTENSIVE COMMUNITY-BASED SERV-

ICES.—The term ‘intensive community-based
services’ means a set of psychosocial rehabilita-
tion services that includes all of the following:

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“(F) PEER SUPPORT SERVICES.—The term

‘peer support services’ means culturally com-
petent individual and group services for individ-
uals with serious mental illness that promote
recovery, resiliency, engagement, socialization,
self-sufficiency, self-advocacy, development of
natural supports, and identification of strengths
through structured activities such as group and
individual coaching to set recovery goals and
identify steps to reach the goals. Such services
aim to prevent relapse, empower beneficiaries
through strength-based coaching, support link-
ages to community resources, and to educate
beneficiaries and their families about their con-
ditions and the process of recovery. Such serv-
ices include the following:

“(i) Participating in the treatment
planning process.

“(i1) Mentoring and assisting the ben-
eficiary with problem solving, goal setting,
and skill building.

“(i11) Emncouraging a beneficiary’s in-
terest in pursuing and maintaining treat-

ment services.

ment, or self-employment, in an integrated work

“(B) SERVICE QUALITY CRITERIA.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The State shall
provide eligible individuals with intensive
community-based services in accordance
with such quality eriteria as the Secretary
shall by regulation establish.

“(11) CRITERIA REQUIREMENTS.—The

criteria established by the Secretary under
clause (1) shall be designed to ensure that
eligible individuals receive the intended
benefits of receipt of the services, including
avoiding preventable hospitalization or
other institutionalization. The ecriteria will
be adjusted as needed to account for fu-
ture developments and best practice. The
criteria shall include the following:

“(I) The standards for assertive
community treatment in the Tool for
Measurement of Assertive Community
Treatment (TMACT), Dartmouth As-

sertive  Community Treatment Scale
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(DACTS), or other generally accepted
tool for evaluating assertive commu-
nity treatment.

“(II) Individual Placement and
Support (IPS) standards for sup-
ported employment services.

“(II) Securing and maintaining
scattered-site housing with a Housing
First approach as the goal for hous-

ing-related activities and services.

“(C) INTEGRATED SETTING.—Eligible in-

dividuals shall receive intensive community-

based services—

“(1) in the most integrated setting ap-

propriate; and

“(i1) without limiting access to any

such service on the basis of—

“(I) the individual’s need for as-
sistance with activities of daily living
or instrumental activities of daily liv-
ng;

ING.—Not less frequently than once every 2
vears, the State shall collect and report data to
the Secretary, including with respect to dispari-
ties In access to, or receipt of, intensive commu-
nity-based services, according to criteria estab-
lished by the Secretary and the Secretary shall
analyze and report such findings to Congress.
The criteria shall include the collection and re-
porting of data with respect to the following:

“(1) Demographic characteristics of el-
igible individuals who receive intensive
community-based services, including but
not limited to, race, ethnicity, disability
status, disability category, age, sex, sex
characteristics, sexual orientation, gender
identity, primary language, rural or urban

environment, and service setting.

(b) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this Act
or the amendments made by this Act may be construed
to limit the entitlement of children and youth who are eli-
eible for medical assistance under a State Medicaid pro-
oram to receive Intensive community-based services
through the early and periodic screening, diagnostie, and

treatment services benefit.
