Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘State Public Option 4

Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. MEDICAID BUY-IN OPTION. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1902 of the Social Secu-7

rity Act (42 U.S.C. 1396a) is amended— 8

(1) in subsection (a)(10)— 1

(A) in subparagraph (A)(ii)— 2

(i) in subclause (XXII), by striking ‘‘; 3

or’’ and inserting a semicolon; 4

(ii) in subclause (XXIII), by adding 5

(iii) by adding at the end the fol-7

lowing new subclause: 8

‘‘(XXIV) beginning January 1, 9

2025, who are residents of the State 10

and are not concurrently enrolled in 11

another health insurance coverage 12

plan, subject, in the case of individ-13

uals described in subsection (uu) and 14

notwithstanding section 1916 (except 15

for subsection (k) of such section), to 16

payment of premiums or other cost- 17

Individuals described in this subsection are individuals 2

such subsection or any other provision in this Act 7

which provides for eligibility for medical assist-8

ance.’’.

(b) PROVISION OF AT LEAST MINIMUM COVERAGE.— 10

(1) IN GENERAL.—Section 1902(k)(1) of the 11

Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396a(k)(1)) is 12

amended by inserting ‘‘or an individual described in 13

subclause (XXIV) of subsection (a)(10)(A)(ii)’’ after 14

‘‘an individual described in subclause (VIII) of sub-15

section (a)(10)(A)(i)’’ each place it appears. 16

allow individuals to buy into Medicaid coverage 6

under section 1902(a)(10)(A)(ii)(XXIV) of the So-7

cial Security Act (as added by this Act) shall allow 8

individuals to enroll in such coverage through an Ex-9

change established by or for the State under title I 10

of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act. 11

(2) ENROLLMENT PERIODS.—A State may limit 12

the enrollment of individuals into Medicaid coverage 13

under section 1902(a)(10)(A)(ii)(XXIV) of the So-14

cial Security Act (as added by this Act) to the en-15

rollment periods provided for under section 16

1311(c)(6) of the Patient Protection and Affordable 17

Care Act. 18

(g) APPLICATION OF ADVANCED PREMIUM TAX 19

CREDITS TO MEDICAID BUY-IN PLANS.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—Section 36B of the Internal 21

Revenue Code of 1986 is amended— 22

(A) in subsection (b)(3)(B), by adding at 23

the end the following new sentence: 24

‘‘If an applicable taxpayer resides in a rating 1

area in which no silver plan is offered on the 2

individual market but the taxpayer buys into 3

Medicaid coverage under section 4

SEC. 3. REVIEWING AND UPDATING MEDICAID QUALITY 8

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Health and 10

Human Services (referred to in this section as the ‘‘Sec-11

retary’’) shall review quality measures that are in use 12

under the Medicaid program and, not later than January 13

1, 2029, shall update such measures to the extent nec-14

essary to ensure that such quality measures are appro-15

priate for the population of individuals who are eligible 16

to buy into Medicaid coverage under subclause (XXIV) of 17

section 1902(a)(10)(A)(ii) of the Social Security Act (42 18

U.S.C. 1396a(a)(10)(A)(ii)), as added by section 2. 19

(b) REPORTING.—The Secretary shall review, and, 20

not later than January 1, 2031, update any corresponding 21

State reporting requirements to include the quality meas-22

ures under subsection (a). 23

(c) STATE IMPLEMENTATION FUNDING.—The Sec-24

retary may award funds, from the amount appropriated 25
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under subsection (d), to States for the purpose of updating 1

and implementing the metrics developed under this sec-2

tion. 3

(d) APPROPRIATION.—There is appropriated to the 4

Secretary, out of any funds in the Treasury not otherwise 5

appropriated, $50,000,000 for fiscal year 2025, to remain 6

available until expended, for the purpose of carrying out 7

this section. 8
