§ 625. Stockholders’ meetings; books and records;
reports; examination

Every corporation organized under the provi-
sions of this subchapter shall hold a meeting of
its stockholders annually upon a date fixed in
its bylaws, such meeting to be held at its home
office in the United States. Every such corpora-
tion shall keep at its home office books con-
taining the names of all stockholders thereof,
and the names and addresses of the members of
its board of directors, together with copies of all
reports made by it to the Board of Governors of
the Federal Reserve System. Every such cor-
poration shall make reports to the Board of
Governors of the Federal Reserve System at
such times and in such form as it may require;
and shall be subject to examination once a year
and at such other times as may be deemed nec-
essary by the Board of Governors of the Federal
Reserve System by examiners appointed by the
Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve Sys-
tem, the cost of such examinations, including
the compensation of the examiners, to be fixed
by the Board of Governors of the Federal Re-
serve System and to be paid by the Corporation
examined.

§ 626. Dividends; surplus fund

The directors of any corporation organized
under the provisions of this subchapter may,
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semiannually, declare a dividend of so much of
the net profits of the corporation as they shall
judge expedient; but each corporation shall, be-
fore the declaration of a dividend, carry one-
tenth of its net profits of the preceding half year
to its surplus fund until the same shall amount
to 20 per centum of its capital stock.

§ 627. State taxation

Any corporation organized under the provi-
sions of this subchapter shall be subject to tax
by the State within which its home office is lo-
cated in the same manner and to the same ex-
tent as other corporations organized under the
laws of that State which are transacting a simi-
lar character of business.

§ 628. Extension of corporate existence

Any corporation organized under the provi-
sions of this subchapter may at any time within
the two years next previous to the date of the
expiration of its corporate existence, by a vote
of the shareholders owning two-thirds of its
stock, apply to the Board of Governors of the
Federal Reserve System for its approval to ex-
tend the period of its corporate existence for a
term of not more than twenty years, and upon
certified approval of the Board of Governors of
the Federal Reserve System such corporation
shall have its corporate existence for such ex-
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
